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1. Chairmanôs Report to the Annual General Meeting 2003 
 

I began last yearôs report with the 
announcement of a major change 
in ACLAIIR: Robert McNeilôs 
standing down as Chair.  This year 
we record with regret another 
change, as Alan Biggins has stood 
down from the ACLAIIR Committee 
and from the post of Newsletter 
Editor.  On behalf of ACLAIIR I 
should like to record our thanks to 
Alan for all that he has done on our 
behalf.  He has been a Committee 
member since 1988 and he edited 
the Newsletter from 1990 until last 
year.  He has also been ACLAIIR 
observer at SLAS Committee 
meetings and the UKôs 
representative on REDIAL.  He was 
responsible also, with Valerie 
Cooper, for ACLAIIRôs most recent 
publication, the Directory of Latin 
American and Caribbean library 
resources in Britain.  I am sure too 
that you would want me to wish 
Alan well in his new post here at 
Canning House. 
 
The editorship of the Newsletter is 
now in the safe hands of the 
Secretary, Christine Anderson, and 
Antony Loveland.  We are grateful 
to both of them for taking on this 
task.  We are in addition very 
grateful to Christine for her patient 
and tireless work as Secretary.  
Other members of the Committee 
have contributed during the year 
but it is only right to mention 
specifically John Laidlar for his 
Chancellor-like prudence as 
Treasurer and Alison Hill for 
maintaining our web presence.  
The organization of todayôs 
meeting has inevitably involved 
much work for the London-based 
members of the Committee: Alison, 
Christine, and of course Carmen 
Suárez here at Canning House. 

I am glad to be able to report 
greater progress this year than last 
with some of ACLAIIRôs initiatives.  
A core list of current Latin 
American newspapers and 
periodicals has been completed ï 
on which more anon.  ACLAIIR 
fulfilled its commitment to the 
Consortium of West European 
Studies Library Groups by mailing 
the questionnaires and receiving 
the replies.  A preliminary analysis 
has been carried out ï again more 
anon.  The proposed UK union list 
of microforms of interest to 
Hispanists is still pending, but our 
concern over the availability of 
these sets has born fruit.  
Thomson-Gale whose 
representative Julia Watson spoke 
at last yearôs meeting has proposed 
a consortium approach to purchase 
by ACLAIIR libraries. 
 
Individual members of ACLAIIR 
have continued to be active in other 
organisations: the Association of 
British Hispanists, REDIAL and 
SALALM. Alison Hill attended the 
SLAS Committee meeting at the 
Manchester conference as 
ACLAIIR observer and we hope 
that Rachel Sieder (ILAS) will be 
able to attend our Committee 
meetings in the future as SLAS 
observer.  ACLAIIR sets a high 
priority on having closer links with 
user organisations.  For the future, 
I think that we need to look too at 
working jointly with the other W.E. 
studies library groups.  Combining 
or collaborating in some way on our 
annual meetings would be one 
possibility.

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2. Conferences and seminars 
 
SALALM XLVIII: Celebrating 
culture: space, symbols and 
tradition in Latin America and 
the Caribbean. The forty-eighth 
Seminar on the Acquisition of Latin 
American Library Materials 
(SALALM) which was hosted by 
Biblioteca Luis Angel Arango 
(under the auspices of the Banco 
de la República de Colombia) and 
co-hosted by Duke University and 
Universidad Jorge Tadeo Lorazo, 
Seccional del Caribe (Cartagena), 
took place in Cartagena de Indias, 
Colombia, on May 23-27, 2003.  
Panel discussions focused on the 
elements and activities that 
influence the construction and 
production of culture readily 
identified with a particular people or 
society: the cultural traditions, 
symbols, spaces, and leisure 
activities that enrich the quality of 
life and the physical, social, and 
moral environments in which the 
peoples of Latin America and the 
Caribbean live.  Panelists 
compared and analyzed a variety 
of topics, including art and 
"artesanías," architecture and other 
elements of the physical urban and 
rural cultures, music and dance, 
literature, food and costume, 
theatre and film, language, and 
ritual practices.  There were 
exhibits by book vendors and 
publishers who specialize in 
providing Latin American and 
Caribbean materials in both print 
and nonprint formats.  
 
SALALM XLIX will take place in 
Ann Arbor, Michigan, 5-8 June, 
2004, and is to be sponsored by 
the University of Michigan Libraries 
and the University of Michigan, 
Latin American and Caribbean 

Studies Centre. Panelists will 
explore the conference theme, 
Women in Latin American Studies: 
Reshaping the Boundaries.  The 
conference will focus on the 
dynamic of integrating Womenôs 
Studies and Latin American 
Studies, examining research trends 
and curricular changes of the past 
ten years and their impact on 
research libraries.  Panel topics will 
include the changing material and 
economic circumstances that affect 
womenôs experiences in work and 
family life; questions of identity, 
cultural representation, and cultural 
production; issues of womenôs 
rights, citizenship and political 
representation; and the historical 
and current forms of womenôs 
resistance and activism.  The key 
issue will be how libraries support 
research on women from a region 
as diverse as Latin America. 
 
[SALALM was organized in 1956 
under the aegis of the Organization 
of American States Library and 
Bibliographic Development 
Program, and incorporated as an 
independent association in 1968.  
Through its annual conferences 
and publications, SALALM 
continues to address the needs of 
librarians, booksellers, educators 
and others concerned with building 
library collections of Latin American 
and Caribbean materials and 
making them available for scholarly

The British Library 
Geoff West visited dealers in the 
Basque Region, including 
Manterola (San Sebastián) and 
Urretxindorra (Bilbao). 
 
Alison Hill attended SALALM XLVIII 
in Cartagena, Colombia (5/03); 
Geoff West attended the first 
Seminario sobre Patrimonio 
Bibliográfico Vasco in Vitoria-
Gasteiz (12/03).  
 
Alison Hill attended the SLAS 
conference at the Univ. of 
Manchester (4/03); Geoff West and 
Barry Taylor attended the 
conference of the Association of 
Hispanists of Great Britain and 
Ireland at the Univ. of Glasgow 
(4/03). 
 
Alison Hill has left the Americas 
Collections where she was 
responsible for Latin American 
material and is now Curator, Web 
Archiving, at the BL. 
 
Cambridge University Library 
Sonia Morcillo-García has 
contributed the following account of 
a visit to the Biblioteca Hispánica: 
 
In June 2003, I visited the 
Biblioteca Hispánica (AECI) in 
Madrid, where I met its Head 
Librarian, Ma. del Carmen Díez 
Hoyo. 
 
The Biblioteca Hispánica started as 
the bibliographic collection of the 
Consejo de la Hispanidad, which 
aimed to preserve and promote the 
Hispanic heritage in the Americas 
and the Philippines.  The main 
topics initially covered were: the 
period of discoveries, the Catholic 

Kings, and the evangelisation of 
the Americas.  In 1949, the 
Biblioteca de Estudios Hispánicos 
was formally opened under the 
aegis of the Instituto de Cultura 
Hispánica (ICH) with some 6,000 
books and other publications of the 
former Consejo de la Hispanidad.  
 
The Library became a national 
centre for the exchange of 
publications with teaching and 
research institutions in the 
Americas, as well as in Asia, 
Europe and North America.  The 
ICH launched the two well-known 
periodicals Mundo Hispánico 
(1948-1977) and Cuadernos 
Hispanoamericanos, together with 
a long number of monographic 
publications.  In 1979, the Instituto 
de Cooperación Iberoamericana 
put a stronger emphasis on the 
exchange of publications dealing 
with economics and cooperation of 
the Americas. 
 
At present, the Biblioteca Hispánica 
is regulated by AECI (Agencia 
Española de Cooperación 
Internacional).  In our interview, 
Ms. Díez Hoyo told me that they do 
not exchange so much these days.  
Nowadays, the exchange of 
publications is geared to strengthen 
the Libraryôs holdings in the 
literature, history and humanities of 
the Americas.  Hence, the Library 
is willing to hear from academic 
institutions interested in the 
exchange of publications along the 
lines of its Cuadernos 
Hispanoamericanos. Díez Hoyo 
pointed out that they now have a 
generous budget and buy much 
more than they did in the past.  
They are very proud of their 
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Colección Graiño, one of the most 
comprehensive collections of books 
in the world about the Spanish 
colonization of the Americas.  
 
The Biblioteca Hispánica and the 
Biblioteca Islámica are both housed 
in the same building.  Together, 
they hold more than half a million 
volumes, including books and 
periodicals.  For more information 
on the Biblioteca Hispánica and the 
Biblioteca Islámica, you may want 
to visit AECIôs website at:

Gill Turner is now Head of 
Acquisitions rather than 
Acquisitions Support Librarian but 
still has all her previous Spanish 
and Latin American and 
Luso/Brazilian responsibilities as 
before. 
 
 

Taylor Institution Library 
Professor Edwin Williamson, with 
strong interests in Cervantes, 
Borges and Latin American history, 
was appointed as the new King 
Alfonso XIII Professor of Spanish 
from 1 November 2003, to succeed 
Professor Ian Michael. 
 
University of Aston 
Aston is just starting to offer 
Spanish on our courses.  We 
started last year with one module to 
learn Ab Initio Spanish as an 
optional module on our language 
programmes ï this was very well 
received so this year we have 
continued with the Ab Initio module 
and started a follow on 
Intermediate module as well.  From 
2004/5 we will be offering Spanish 
as a minor programme component 
on our language programmes so 
that students can do International 
and Modern Languages (IBML) 
with either German and Spanish or 
French and Spanish; or Translation 
Studies with German and Spanish 
or French and Spanish; or 
European Studies with German 
and Spanish or French and 
Spanish; or Politics with French 
and Spanish or German and 
Spanish.  It is hoped then to 
expand that to a half programme to 
be offered with either French, 
German, Translation Studies, 
European Studies or Politics as 
well as through the Combined 
Honours programme with subjects 
from across the University.  
Eventually, it may be offered as a 
full single honours programme.  
 
Jenny Langford will assume the 
support role for Spanish along with 
her other responsibilities for ESL, 
French, German, Translation 
Studies, European Studies, Politics 
and IBML.  We are just in the

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position of starting to build a 
collection of Spanish materials 
(especially in Spanish language) 
having previously only having 
bought materials on Spain (politics, 
economics, history, culture etc.) in 
English in support of the politics 
and European Studies 
programmes. 
 
A new member of academic staff 
for Spanish will be appointed to 
oversee the development of 
Spanish programmes from Easter 
04.  The Library Liaison role is a 
new one but falls to Jenny, along 
with her existing Languages and 
European Studies responsibilities. 
 
University of Essex 
2003 was a quiet year at Essex. 
Chris Anderton attended SALALM 
XV11 in Colombia.  The 
Department of Language and 
Linguistics has appointed a new 
teacher of Brazilian Portuguese, 
Beatriz Paiva ï to replace Carmen 
Forsyth who has retired. 
 
University of London, Institute of 
Latin American Studies 
Following staff restructuring at 
ILAS, the post of Latin American 
Bibliographer was abolished, and 
Alan Biggins took early retirement 
in February 2003.  Alan had served 
twenty-five years at ILAS, as 
Senior Assistant Librarian (1978-
89), Librarian (1989-2001) and 
Latin American Bibliographer 
(2001-03).  Having taken up a new 
post as Assistant Librarian at 
Canning House in March 2003, he 
has stood down from the ACLAIIR 
Committee, having been a member 
since 1988, and from the post of 
Newsletter Editor, which he held 
from 1990 until his departure from 
ILAS.  He has been ACLAIIR 
observer at SLAS Committee 

meetings and the UKôs 
representative on REDIAL, and 
was responsible also, with Valerie 
Cooper, for ACLAIIRôs most recent 
publication, the Directory of Latin 
American and Caribbean library 
resources in Britain.  On behalf of 
ACLAIIR we should like to record 
our thanks to Alan for all that he 
has done on our behalf, and we are 
sure too that you would want us to 
wish Alan well in his new post at 
Canning House. 
 
His successor, Sarah Pink, was 
appointed to the post of Information 
Resources Manager at ILAS in May 
2003, and became a co-opted 
member of the Committee at this 
yearôs AGM. 
 
In 2004, ILAS is due to merge with 
the Institute of United States 
Studies to create a new Institute for 
the Study of the Americas (see 
below). 
 
University of London, Institute of 
the Americas 
The Institute for the Study of the 
Americas will be officially 
established in August 2004 as a 
result of a merger between the 
Institute of Latin American Studies 
and the Institute of United States 
Studies, both of which were 
established in 1965. 
 
The purpose of the new Institute 
will be to promote, coordinate and 
provide a focus for research and 
postgraduate teaching on the 
Americas ï Canada, the US, Latin 
America and the Caribbean ï in the 
University of London.  It will build 
on the strengths of its 
predecessors and play a national 
and international role as a 
coordinating and information centre 
for all sections of the hemisphere at 
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the postgraduate level in the 
universities of the United Kingdom. 
 
As well as serving and 
strengthening national networks of 
North Americanist, Latin 
Americanist and Caribbeanist 
scholars, the Institute will actively 
maintain existing ties and build new 
ones with important academic, 
cultural, diplomatic and business 
organisations with interests in the 
region. 
 
The Institute will offer programmes 
on the United States, Latin America 
and Comparative American 
Studies.  This combination of free-
standing and comparative 
postgraduate teaching and 
research on all sections of the 
hemisphere within a single 
institution is unique in Europe. 
 
Staff of the Institute 
The combined Institute has at 
present an academic staff of ten, 
including the Director, an 
administrative staff of ten and a 
library staff of five. 
 
In addition to the in-house staff, the 
Institute will appoint some 80 
Associate Fellows each year 
(almost all of whom are academics 
in other Colleges of the University 
or in other universities in London), 
and a number of short-term 
Research Fellows and Visiting 
Research Fellows from overseas 
and from the UK.  The Institute also 
has a number of Honorary 
Research Fellows. 
 
Research 
The Institute of Latin American 
Studies was awarded a 5* in the 
2001 Research Assessment 
Exercise (RAE) conducted by the 
Higher Education Funding Council 

for England (HEFCE).  This is the 
highest rank possible and the 
Institute was the only such award 
out of 18 submissions to the 
American Studies panel, which was 
responsible for all the Americas.  
 
The new Instituteôs research will be 
conducted through the individual 
and collaborative research of its 
own staff members, through the 
conferences and seminars that it 
organises (with the involvement of 
Associate Fellows and Visiting 
Research Fellows), and through its 
collaborative links with centres and 
institutes overseas. 
 
Postgraduate Teaching 
The two Institutes are responsible 
for four taught Masterôs 
programmes: three in Latin 
American Studies (the MA in Area 
Studies [Latin America], the MSc in 
Latin American Politics and the 
MSc in Globalisation and Latin 
American Development) and one in 
United States Studies (the MA in 
Area Studies [USA]), as well as 
research degree supervision and 
training in the subject specialisms 
of its staff.  New degree 
programmes in United States 
Studies and Comparative American 
Studies will be introduced following 
the new appointments. 
 
Research Degree Teaching 
The Institute offers research 
degree supervision and training in 
the subject specialisms of its staff.  
In 2002-03 there were 12 
MPhil/PhD students registered at 
the two Institutes.  
 
Publications 
The Institute will have a very active 
publications programme, building 
on the Institute of Latin American 
Studiesô publishing activities, which 
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include joint publications with 
commercial publishers, edited 
collections and monographs, 
research and occasional papers.  
Publications are seen as an 
integral part of the research 
programme, so that, for example, 
conferences and workshops are 
aimed to result in publication.

Library Provision 
The University of London Library 
and the Libraries of the School of 
Advanced Study are in the process 
of forming the University of London 
Research Library Services.

University of London, School of 
Advanced Study 
From 1 August 2004 the Institute of 
Germanic Studies and the Institute 
of Romance Studies will merge to 
form the Institute of Germanic and 
Romance Studies. 
 

University of London, University 
of London Library 
Chris Hunt will leave the post of 
Director of Library Services in 
March 2004, and will be succeeded 
by David Pearson of the Wellcome 
Institute.  David Pearson will hold 
the post of Director, University of 
London Research Library Services. 
 
The University of London has 
carried out a major review of the 
library and information functions at 
the centre of the federal University 
ï the University of London Library, 
the libraries of the Institutes of the 
School of Advanced Study, and the 
University of London Computer 
Centre.  Between them these 
resources amount to a major 
grouping of materials and 
expertise, all geared in their various 
ways to supporting the academic 
mission of the University of London 
and the needs of research 
nationally and internationally. 
Resolutions of the University 
Council in 2002-03 created a new 
vision for an Information Strategy 
which will bring these resources 
together in a co-ordinated way, 
under the management of a Pro-
Vice-Chancellor. 
 
The essential vision for the libraries 
focuses on the bringing together of 
the ULL with the Institute 
collections under the umbrella of a 
new entity, the University of 
London Research Library Services 
ï ULRLS ï with unified structures 
and policies.  In practice, this will 
entail a gradual process of change 
over the next few years, during 
which we hope that users will 
increasingly see benefits. 
 
The combined library resources of 
the ULL and the Institute libraries 
amount to almost 3 million

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volumes, including many 
thousands of journals, and 
numerous deep and rich collections 
of research materials in subjects 
across the humanities, social 
sciences and area studies.  The 
special collections embrace 
spectacular treasures like 
Shakespeare's First Folio and the 
Coverdale Bible; renowned 
collections like the Goldsmiths' 
Library of Economic Literature; and 
unusual and unique resources like 
the Harry Price Library of Magical 
Literature, the political pamphlets of 
the Institutes of Commonwealth 
and Latin American Studies, and 
the 300,000 photographs in the 
Warburg Institute.  Altogether the 
libraries provide over 12 miles of 
open shelf access to collections, an 
important aspect of the resource 
which few libraries can match. 
 
University of Manchester, John 
Rylands University Library of 
Manchester 
The (Victoria) University of 
Manchester and UMIST will be re-
born on 1 October 2004 as a new, 
single institution called The 
University of Manchester.  The 
John Rylands University Library of 
Manchester will be the main library 
of the new institution but will be 
given a slightly different name ï 
which is under wraps until October!  
The Joule Library will remain 
operational on the former UMIST 
site.  Manchester Business School 
Library will also become part of the 
new, merged library service. 
 
The Special Collections Division of 
the Library, located at Deansgate in 
Manchester city centre, is now 
closed and will remain so until 
2006.  This is to permit a major 
refurbishment and re-roofing of the 
grade 1* John Rylands Library to 

take place under the project title of 
ñUnlocking the Rylandsò.  When the 
Library re-opens it will boast much-
improved access as well as retail 
and catering facilities.  In the 
interim, Special Collections 
services are being operated from 
the John Rylands University Library 
of Manchester (JRULM)  on the 
University campus.  The telephone 
number for Special Collections is 
now 0161 275 3764; opening hours 
remain 1000-1715 (weekdays) and 
1000-1300 (Saturdays).  For full 
details see the Library website at :

University of Manchester 
The ñmergerò with UMIST will 
prompt a major restructuring of the 
Universityôs academic faculties and 
schools.  The new University of 
Manchester will be divided into four 
faculties: Humanities; Engineering 
and Physical Sciences; Medical 
and Human Sciences; and Life 
Sciences.  Humanities will include 
a new School of Languages, 
Linguistics and Cultures. 
 
The Universityôs Department of 
Spanish & Portuguese Studies 
currently participates in many 
postgraduate programmes 
including an MA in European 
Languages and Cultures whose 
options include an MA in Spanish, 
Portuguese, and Latin American 
Literatures and an MA in Women's 
Writing in Spain, Portugal, and 
Latin America.  Other postgraduate 
programmes included within the 
MA in European Languages and 
Cultures include an  MA in Latin 
American Cultural Studies, taught 
in collaboration with the Social 
Anthropology and Government 
departments, which collectively 
constitute the Centre for Latin 
American Cultural Studies.

British Library 
IDC has published the microfiche 
set of the British Libraryôs collection 
of Religious books printed in 
Spanish America during the 
colonial period.   
 
Geoff West completed the first 
stage of his Web-based union 
listing of current Latin American 
newspapers (for ACLAIIR). 
 
Cambridge University Library 
Sonia Morcillo-García completed 
her dissertation (MA in Library and 
Information Studies) entitled 
ñLibrarianship and Information 
Science in Latin America: an 
overview of their challenges and 
achievements.ò  University College 
London, School of Library, Archive, 
and Information Studies, 1993. 
 
Abstract 
The situation of libraries and the 
library profession in Latin America 
is uneven.  The cultural and 
geographical diversity of the region 
along with the economic, political 
and social upheavals suffered by 
some countries in the area have 
brought about a wide range of 
levels of development in library and 
information services.  Whereas 
some countries excel in their 
provision of services and access, 
others present serious 
shortcomings, often offering very 
rudimentary services. 
 
Libraries in Latin America have 
been fundamental in combating 
illiteracy.  Their concern for public 
education grew during the 1960s 
and 1970s, when a number of 

programs sought the active 
involvement of libraries in the area.  
An attempt is made to give an 
account of some associations that 
have played a major role in 
strengthening Latin American 
libraries and furthering librarianship 
as a profession. 
 
Latin American libraries began to 
grow and increase their services 
during the twentieth century, 
although their development varies 
from country to country.  This work 
aims to illustrate how the 
establishment of professional 
associations, courses in 
librarianship, and programs for the 
training of librarians encouraged 
cooperative activities and the 
sharing of experiences within Latin 
American countries and with the 
U.S.A. 
 
A number of agencies have 
financed the development of 
libraries to complement the 
sometimes inadequate or 
insufficient government support.  
To this effect, an account of the 
most representative funding bodies 
is given, namely UNESCO, the 
Organization of American States, 
the Inter-American Development 
Bank, and the Mellon Foundation. 
 
The next chapter focuses on Latin 
American resources in the United 
States.  The section aims to give 
an insight into the main national 
acquisition programs intended for 
the enhancement of some of these 
collections, reckoned among the 
best in the world.  A brief account 

of the major libraries containing 
Hispanic holdings follows. 
 

In view of the changes affecting the 
library profession, the new role of 
librarians is discussed and an 
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account of the main research 
centres and educational agencies 
in library and information sciences 
is given. 
 
The chapter on the book industry 
gives an outline of the problems 
currently faced by Latin American 
publishers and bookdealers, whose 
trade is threatened by the lack of a 
reading tradition and unsatisfactory 
distribution systems.  A final 
section on preservation and 
conservation activities in Latin 
America is illustrated with some 
recent initiatives, including the 
contributions of APOYO, ABINIA, 
and the LAMP project. 
 
University of London, Institute of 
Latin American Studies 
ómicroMACROô video acquisition 
The Institute of Latin American 
Studies Library is pleased to 
announce the successful 
acquisition of the entire collection 
of documentaries on Latin America 
& the Caribbean from the 
Television Trust for the 
Environment (funded by the United 
Nations and Central Television). 
 
This collection consists of 16 
episodes with 36 successful stories 
of sustainable development 
documentaries produced in Latin 
American and Caribbean countries, 
ranging from such topics as the 
prevention of the hunting of sea 
turtles in Brazil to the use of solar 
energy in Costa Rica. 
 
The Television Trust for the 
Environment (TVE), set up in 1984, 
is a non-profit making organization 

which enjoys a unique collaboration 
with its 16 Latin American & 
Caribbean partners to create the 
first multimedia project in the region 
to support environmental 
sustainable development initiatives. 
 
This project is entitled 
ómicroMACROô ï Local Initiatives 
for Global Challengesô.  The 
documentaries bring to life the 
extraordinary images of successful 
stories of individuals, communities, 
womenôs groups, small, medium 
and large entrepreneurs, from all 
over Latin America & the 
Caribbean.  The primary aim of this 
project is to raise awareness of 
such developments and promote 
good practice.  
 
ómicroMACROô has been broadcast 
on 30 regional television stations, 
and dubbed into three languages 
(English, Spanish & Portuguese).  
 
There is a printed hand list and 
synopsis available in the Institute 
Library relating to this collection as 
well as a promotional video for 
those interested in an overview of 
the collection.  The videos are in 
English and for viewing within the 
Institute Library only.

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Progress report on the joint 
Institute of Latin American 
Studies/Institute of 
Commonwealth Studies Chilean 
Political Archives Project 
(Political Archives Project 
Officer: Danny Millum) 
The joint ILAS/ICS political 
archives project initially described 
in issue 11 of ACLAIIR has now 
been underway for just over a year.  
In this time all of the ephemera 
held at the Institute of Latin 
American Studies has been 
catalogued to item level and made 
available via SASCAT, as has the 
majority of the Commonwealth 
material.  In addition funding has 
been obtained from JISC to support 
the creation of fonds-level archival 
descriptions at country level for 
both collections, and the first of 
these have now been submitted 
both to the Archives Hub and to 
AIM25. 
 
Additional materials continue to be 
added to the collections both in the 
form of donations and through the 
downloading and cataloguing of 
documents from the websites of 
prominent parties and 
organisations, and it is hoped that 
this process will continue after the 
project itself ends.  Furthermore, a 
parallel collection of Chilean 
pamphlets at ULL has been 
identified and are to be tagged to 
allow them to be searched in 
conjunction with those held at 
ILAS/ICS.  This search facility will 
be available through the project 
website, which is now under 
construction, and which will also 
feature a digitised selection of 
some of the more unique and 
visually interesting items. 
The project will be the basis for a 
paper to be delivered at the ASA 

(UK) conference in September as 
part of a panel organised by 
SCOLMA with the theme óArchives 
and libraries, and the construction 
of knowledgeô.  It is anticipated that 
ideas arising from this conference 
will be developed at the workshop 
planned for summer 2005 when the 
project is due to finish.

University of London Library 
Gili Catalan collection 
The University of London Library 
acquired in 2003 the collection of 
the noted antiquarian bookseller, 
publisher and translator, J.L. Gili.  
Although cataloguing of the 
collection is in its early stages, 
some preliminary analysis of the 
collection was carried out prior to 
its acquisition.  It totals almost 2000 
items, mainly in Catalan, but with 
some material in Castilian Spanish, 
and some in English.  The focus of 
the collection is on Catalan 
language and literature, although 
there is also material relating to the 
social, political and economic 
history of the region.  The collection 
represents a valuable acquisition, 
not just for the University of London 
Library but also for the wider 
federal University, particularly 
Queen Mary college, which is the 
focus of Catalan teaching and 
research at the University of 
London.  With this in mind we 
would also like to thank Dr Joseph-
Anton Fernández whose 
assistance and advice in the early 
stages of this project was most 
welcome.

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5. Purchasing policy and purchasing funds 
 
British Library 
There has been an above inflation 
increase for Latin American 
monographs. 
 
Taylor Institution Library 
The Spanish and Latin American 
fund increased by approx. 7% for 
2002-2003 and is to increase by 
approx. 20% for the following year 
2003-2004.  The Portuguese and 
Brazilian fund rose by 12% for 
2002-2003, but is to remain 
unchanged for 2003-2004.  The 
Taylorian does not use approval 
schemes, preferring to select 
individual items. 
 
University of Aston 
Our collection is in its infancy as 
this a new programme area for us 
here at Aston.  There is no actual 
budget for Spanish yet, but money 
is being set aside to develop the 
collection out of the general fund 
for the School. 
 
University of Liverpool: Sydney 
Jones Library 
We are currently widening our 
purchasing base to North America 
in line with developments in the 
teaching programme and current 
reconfigurations of Latin America 
Studies as community-based rather 
than geographically-based 
discipline. 
 
University of London Library 
As reported in the previous issue, 
the Library had been awarded a 

grant of £50,000 to develop a Film 
Studies collection.  Throughout the 
year the funds were spent on 
enhancing the monograph and 
periodical holdings, and developing 
a collection of some 500 films on 
DVD, complete with a suite of high 
specification PCs on which to view 
them.  The project culminated in a 
successful launch event at the 
Library. 
 
Iberian and Latin American cinema 
have both figured prominently in all 
areas of the purchasing activity.  
The Library now boasts 
significantly improved holdings ï in 
English, Spanish and Portuguese ï 
on the genre as a whole, in addition 
to works on specific directors and 
other major figures in the world of 
Latin American and Iberian cinema.  
Among the 19 new periodical 
subscriptions taken out is 
Kinetoscopio, published in 
Colombia.  DVDs bought include a 
number of Almodovar titles and 
other prime examples of Latin 
American cinema such as Amores 
Perros, City of God and Central 
Station. 
 
All elements of the collection are 
now enjoying a high level of use, 
particularly the DVDs, making the 
project an undoubted success.  For 
more information visit the ULL 
website at www.ull.ac.uk, or 
contact Antony Loveland 
(aloveland@ull.ac.uk).

British Library 
Expensive items purchased: 

The Hispanic Section of the B.L. 
and the National Sound Archive 
have jointly acquired the 10 volume 

Historia de la música catalana, with 
accompanying CDs. 
 
A donation by the Friends of the 
British Library has enabled the 
Library to acquire a copy of the first 
book in English to be printed in 
Spanish America and the only one 
printed during the colonial period.  
Entitled A short abridgment of 
Christian doctrine, it was printed in 
Mexico in 1787. Only two other 
copies are recorded ï one is at 
Harvard, the other at the John 
Carter Brown Library, Rhode 
Island. 
 
Leges publicae scientiarum 
academiae Cervariae in Cathalonia 
a Philippo Véinstitutae a Clemente 
XII pontifice maximo é curante 
Cornelio Bentivolo 
(Rome: apud Joannem Mariam 
Salvioni, 1731). 
The statutes of the University of 
Cervera, founded in 1714 by Philip 
V for the townôs support in the War 
of the Spanish Succession, and to 
sap the other universities of 
Catalonia.  It was eventually 
integrated into the University of 
Barcelona in 1822. Cardinal 
Bentivoglio was the Spanish 
minister at Rome. 
 
Bernardo Maria de Calzada, La 
verdadera historia de Ines de 
Castro, suceso portugués (Madrid: 
Geronimo Ortega e hijos de Ibarra, 
1791) 
The tragic Ines de Castro, wife of 
Prince Pedro I of Portugal, was 
murdered in 1355 by order of his 
father, Alfonso IV.  Legend has it 
that when Pedro succeded to the 

throne he had her corpse crowned 
with him. 
 
Jaume Juan Falcó, Operum 
poeticorum nova editio, 
quamplurimis eiusdem authoris 
operibus, que nondum lucem 
viderant, locupletata (Barcelona: 
per Stephanum Liberos, 1624). 
The second, amplified, edition of 
the works of the Catalan Neo-Latin 
poet (1522-94), collected by the 
Portuguese Luís de Souza.  This 
copy belonged to J. Gómez de la 
Cortina (1806-68), several of 
whose books are already in the 
B.L..
