Sonia Morcillo Garcia of Cambridge

Testing Limits and Crossing Boundaries:

The Symposium was held on Thursday, 2
December 2004 at the University of
Cambridge Centre for Research in the Arts,
Social Sciences, and Humanities (CRASSH).
Its aim was to highlight a number of problem
areas in the study of 19th-century Spanish
culture, recognizing the fact that modern
scholarship now includes in its objects of
study far more than the written word,
habitually the word of fiction, and setting out
to question the limits of the exploration of
possible areas of operation for the scholar.

The centrepiece of the Symposium was the
presentation of
MacColl Lecturer), who talked about the
paradox whereby modernity constructs the
notion of the authentic self, and makes the
materiality of things the basis of knowledge.
The surrounding papers to the MacColl
lecture took up different aspects of the
relationship with the material world, namely:
painting relating to modernity; the links
between the aesthetics of realism and
modernity; the boundaries of modernity; the
proliferation of visual images of women,
including women authors, in the periodical
press of late 19th and early 20th-century
Spain; the imaginary Jew in Spanish literary,
historical and political discourse; and the
material reality of new urban cemeteries in
the early 19th century.

Sonia Morcillo Garcia of Cambridge
attended, and has sent in this report:

My visit to SALALM was enlightening in many
respects. The book exhibits gave me the
opportunity to talk to booksellers on a one-to-
one basis. | can now put a face to most
vendor names, which has made my regular
exchange of e-mails with them much more
satisfactory. In my experience, vendors seem
to be much more responsive once they get to
know who you are. As a result of my visit to
SALALM last year, we have managed to
strengthen long-standing relationships with
some suppliers and have secured some new
ones. This is perhaps the most rewarding
aspect of my presence in Ann Arbor.

The conference was literally packed with
committee meetings and panels. Particularly
interesting for me was the Librarian/Book
Dealer/Publisher meeting, where three
booksellers gave papers on the book industry
in Mexico, Cuba and Chile, respectively. This
was followed by an open discussion between
librarians and booksellers that brought
interesting points to light. Although the
session was far too short to discuss the
subject at length, it did give me an insight into
the problems the publishing industry is
currently facing in Latin America.

| attended a number of panels on women and
gender in Latin America. Panel VI, entitled
fMuses, symbols and authors: women in
Cuban history and cultureo discussed topics
such as the portrayal of women in literature,
prostitution, or the history of Cuban heroines
Mariana Grajales and Lydia Cabrera. Panel

Other panels of particular interest included
topics such as collection management,
digitisation projects, cataloguing and
bibliographic technology, serials, and
reference services.

One year on, | still feel that attending
SALALM was really worthwhile. | learnt a
great deal about my profession, about its
beauty and intricacies. The atmosphere was
truly fantastic. There is a deep sense of
belonging in SALALM, which | find very
comforting and reassuring for prospective
members.

SLAS Conference 2004

The Annual Conference of the Society for
Latin American Studies took place in Leiden,
The Netherlands, 2-4 April 2004. This was
the first time that the Annual Conference had
been held outside the UK and it was a great
opportunity to consolidate links with Dutch
and other European colleagues.

Alison Hill (BL), and Rachel Sieder (Institute
for the Study of the Americas) organised a
joint SLAS/ACLAIIR Round Table on Latin
American Resources in UK Libraries on 2
April, with the aim of getting feedback about
researcher sbo
Studies and to provide information about
resource provision in the UK. Information
professionals needed feedback on research
needs and perceived gaps in resource
provision in order to assess and attempt to
remedy the situation. Alison Hill, Geoff West
(BL), and Donald Munro (Institute of
Historical Research) all participated in this
session. Geoff West presented a summary of
the work he has been doing on compiling
holdings of Latin American newspapers in the
UK. Donald Munro gave an overview of
microform holdings in the UK, and outlined
the main problems for libraries i.e. cost,
difficulty in selecting titles, paucity of
publishersdéd |ists- Al
resources.

Researchers outlined several general
problems: lack of research time, information
overload, having to buy research material
themselves (either if this could not be

requirements

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supplied by their library network, or for ease
of access) and often finding themselves
acquiring material in Spanish from the
country itself (thus demonstrating a gap in UK
librarieséprovision of material published in
Latin America), severe financial constraints

etc..

The session ended with the following
recommendations:

Nikki Craske reported to the President
of SLAS that it had been a worthwhile
session and suggested a future panel
might be longer and involve more
academics by moving the session to
the core panel time.

There is a need for information about
the key microform holdings in UK
libraries and to be made accessible to
academics.

The BL should re-subscribe to The
Hispanic American Periodicals Index
(HAPI), one of the principal research
tools for LA research.

As Spanish language material is not
yet covered by the main aggregators
of e-resources, the BL should
compensate for this gap in coverage
by providing adequate funding for
printed resources in Spanish.

The gap in Hispanic resources
published in Latin America needs to
be addressed by determining what
types of local material could
reasonably be acquired by UK
libraries such as data sets or
statistics, which are not of esoteric
interest. One researcher said it took
him 2 weeks to download an act from
the Chilean Congreso Nacional.
Analysis about provision needs to be
supported by financial resources.
Libraries could consider giving
specific researchers funds to acquire
local LA material of general use to UK
researchers.

The idea, proposed by BL policy
makers less than a decade ago that
researchers can travel abroad to
consult resources, is clearly not valid
today for many students.

There is often a mismatch between
current provision and requirements, in
that due to lack of time, researchers

WESS

are not fully using available resources
and furthermore often do not want
more information than they can deal
with. Consequently pragmatic
considerations should receive greater
priority such as helping researchers
find resources easily. For example,
the BL could facilitate access to an
integrated listing of e-resources
throughout the BL. Information
overload has serious implications for
the standard of research but the BL
can assist by finely tuning into
researcher s 0
constraints.
